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General information about practical exams

Centres must follow the guidance on science practical exams given in the Cambridge Handbook.

Before the exam

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Specific information for this practical exam

During the exam, the supervisor or other competent biologist (not the invigilator) should obtain the
results specified on the supervisor’s report by following the relevant steps in the question paper. The
results should be recorded in the space provided on the supervisor’s report.

Organisation of the exam
e Half the candidates should start on Question 1 and the other candidates should start on Question 2.

e For Question 2, each candidate must have uninterrupted use of a microscope for at least
55 minutes.

This is prepared by putting 5.0g of copper sulfate pentahydrate (CuSO,*5H,0)
[CI[IMH][N] into 160cm? of distilled water in a beaker and making up to 200cm3 with
distilled water. Mix well.
e M, whole milk (full fat milk)
Whole cow’s milk is preferred but if this is not available, milk of known fat content diluted
to approximately 3.5% fat may be used.
e U, 70% milk

This is prepared by putting 70 cm? of M into 30 cm? of distilled water.
